Special Presentation–Glen Bodish, Butte-Silver Bow Arts Foundation:
Glen Bodish gave a presentation on plans to expand the artist’s community in Butte. He hopes to tie in with CPR, among others. There may be opportunites for development of the O'Rourke and other buildings. He emphasized that our comminty groups are important for the economic development if we work on a coordinated plan to attract more people to Butte. Initial thoughts are for summer arts classes interspersed with recreation for students and their families.

He had given this overview of both the Arts Chateau and and the plan try to get more support from the City County for building operation, maintenace and improvements. The tentative name is the Southwestern Montana School of Arts and Recreation. Various areas in the region, including the Birch Creek facility (UM-Western) in the Pioneers, Butte, and the National Parks in western Montana. Art classes would be coordinated and recreational activities would be subcontracted regionally. Plans include historic and cultural tourism, with national and international marketing and advertizing; A full presentation/discussion will be held for the community at 7 P.M., May 13 at the Butte Silver Bow Arts Center (Venus Rising Coffee shop on Main St.).
