Carol went to mtg with Dick Pail (MSU Landscape Architect; he plans to  have students do landscape planning for Uptown Butte, including parks, hanging planters, street scapes; he will have the class focus on Uptown with help from MainSt. Butte. Hopefully Main St. will use the plans. 

Committee Reports

Education B

Nothing happened with the add for San Francisco paper. Brick workshop was a success about 10 people came, we did a good job pointig on Irene’s building; (bring brochures to next meeting to pass out). Mitzi and Andrea got the application together for the stained glass research and booklet, covering 10 churches in Butte., proposal has a $10k budget, with a 50% match by CPR.

Salvage B

We discussed how we are adamently opposed to such a precident and that it makes non-performance result in demolition as the alternative.
