Approval of Previous meeting minutes –June minurtes approved without changes

Reports and Announcements

Treasurer=s Report - Paid $00 to Rediscoveries for Building improvement fund grant for brick work, took in $545, $500 in BIF donation from realtors, $45 in donations and membership. 

Council of Commissioners Mtgs.- June 16 meeting–Larry presented to the Council asking for a letter of recommedation for the O’Rourke NPS grant, bote was 11-1(Kerns against); we thought that the 516 W. Granite St was off the table, but we found that may not be the case. Mitzi presented at the July 7 meeting about trying to obtain the building by another route. We got a pretty good reception. State of Montana will not allow govenments to option property. Irene and Mitzi met with Pam and Judy, and decided that a developers packet could be a proper route, possibly with a 9-month time line, and with a number of intermediate steps. Mitzi has not heard back about insurance questions. We should look into private insurance and possibly fundraising for it. The group will authorize the board to act on a developers packet: approved and decided. 

There will be a public hearing [July 28]; people should encourage the county to put out a developers packetfor the property.

URA Mtgs.- Historic Preservation Commision is now the design review forum for any facade work done through the URA. The HPC has a number of action items that need to be satisfied by April 2006, communication policies, etc. to satisfy the CLG probation that BSB has.

Committee Reports

Education – the committee met since the June meeting, Carol Westine said that  Dick Gibson metioned that the WMM was getting interns to do some tours, possibly we should work with one on a ghost sign tour using one of the high school students. This would take a leader from our group and the money to pay the student (~$150-200). Our sticking point is that a leader has not stepped forward. 

The building stories done by Kay Eccelson’s Montana Tech class were given over to Dick for the website. Leslie Dickerson was going to take a small group of the better ones to the Montana Standard, but Carmen was not interested (since most dealt with Montana Tech buildings). 

Salvage-- The St. Francis apartments will be removing some oak windows from the building, and has offered them up for our taking, Larry will contact the owner.

Ordinance and Oversight (O&O)–Community enrichment fund–CPR would like to know its budget; where is money coming from? how much is coming from licence plates? Where has the money gone? How much has gone into mothballing versus demolitions? There is a list with the priority buildings with “issues” five or six of which are BSB. Ask Dan Power these questions either before or at their next meeting.

Building Improvement Fund–Andrea sent out letters to all recipients and those that failed  Larry will send a letter to Wornath extending his deadline for 2003 porch work until Labor Day; Andrea will contact (?)
